Additionally, the Camden Children's Garden is partnering with Jack Johnson on his 2010 World Tour.
Johnson Ohana Charitable Foundation and All At Once is matching every dollar contributed to us at the July
11th show in Camden or directly to the Camden Children’s Garden through October 15. All At Once is a
social action network created by Jack Johnson that connects non-profits to community members that want
to make positive change in their local and world community.

For 26 years, Camden City Garden Club has supported such projects such as; Community Gardening
Program which allowed Camden residents to transform over 70 vacant lots into gardens growing fresh
produce, the Grow Lab Program that teaches hands-on science and nutrition in Camden’s classrooms, the
Youth Employment & Job Training Program that allows Camden's at-risk teens to earn income, and help
their community and the Camden Children's Garden - a safe, horticultural playground that offers families a
chance to explore the natural world through themed gardens, interactive exhibits, exciting family
events and educational programs.
